Under SB 653, the Texas Juvenile Justice Department (IJJD) has been made responsible for
partnering with “local county governments, the courts, and communities to promote public safety,”’
as well as for “producing positive outcomes for youth, families, and communities.” To ensure these
mandates are met, stakeholders must familiarize themselves with the information pertinent to their
community.

Youth who reside in Duval and Jim Hogg Counties fall under the jurisdiction of the Starr County
Juvenile Probation Department. The data and figures below reflect the number of youth who have
entered the system from that jurisdiction (229" Judicial District).
